Using a variety of source materials (books,
newspaper articles, academic articles,

pictures, media representations, films, policy
recommendations,

ethnographic accounts) we will examine the
changes that have been taking place in Central
Europe and the Former Soviet Union in the post-
socialist period.

Among the topics dealt with in the class are: territoriality
and new citizenship regimes, borders and new forms of
exclusion, urban transformations (memory and its
destructions, creation of ‘real-estate’, new forms of
intensification), urban migrations and rural desolations,

property privatization programs and strategies, prostitution,
and human

trafficking.
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
